I am a self-taught caller and have never at-

tended a caller's school as a student 

(whether this is good or bad is debatable). 

However, I have taken about six months of 

weekly voice lessons, and have learned call-

ing skills from observing other callers and 

listening to criticism and comments made 

by callers and dancers.
