Immediately preceding each piece is found a complete example and
reference to the exercise which follows, the detail of which is worthy of special commenda
tion. Mr. Holst did not stop here, he purposely repeated at every opportune time some
tempo, musical term, value of a note, rest or trill, etc., thereby trying to phonograph it,as it
were, upon the memory of the student,
